What Is GSA?

The Graduate Student Association (GSA) is the representative body for graduate students at the State University of New York at Buffalo. Its two key purposes can be divided into representation and services. Its funds are derived from the Mandatory Student Fee ($64 on your bill) and go toward paying GSA staff and numerous programs and services offered to GSA members.

GSA is one of seven student governments at the University at Buffalo. These governments have seats on numerous University Committees ranging from the Graduate School Executive Committee to the Sub-Board I Board of Directors.  GSA representatives sit on these committees and represent the best interests of graduate students. GSA also represents the interest of the organization on the Sub Board I, Inc. Board of Directors, which is the student corporation in which six student governments are members.

GSA President is the key representative to all of the administration such as the Dean of the Graduate School, the Provost and the President of the University. GSA also represents graduate students beyond the University. The National Association of Graduate-Professional Students, of which GSA is a member, is an organization that exists across the country to represent the needs of graduate and professional students.  

How did GSA begin?

The Graduate Student Association was created in 1962 to give graduate students a voice. In the 60s, it was the creation of a student lounge in the New Norton Union (today Norton Hall) that originally got GSA on its feet. From that beginning, GSA expanded to providing services for graduate students as well. It also became one of the caretakers in what Dennis Black, Vice President of Student Affairs, calls “the great experiment.” This “great experiment” was to allow students to control their own Mandatory Student Fee; that is its collection, amount and disbursement for programs that the students feel that they need.

Who is a GSA member?

GSA membership consists of all graduate students (i.e. students NOT enrolled in medical, dental, law, MBA, PharmD or undergraduate degree programs). The membership is organized by departmental clubs. Every department has a club who elects Senators to GSA Senate. The Senate is the key governing body of GSA. It meets on the first Wednesday of every month and its approximately 100 Senators vote on decisions of policy and allocations of monies GSA possesses. The graduate students elect the executive committee.

What Programs and Services Does GSA offer?


Departmental Club Funding

Each departmental GSA club is granted a club budget that is based on the number of graduate students in that department.

Special Interest and International Club Funding

These clubs allow groups of students who share common interests to carry out activities as organized bodies for educational or recreational purposes.

Scholarly Publications Fund

This fund exists to support original and scholarly academic publications such as journals of varying periodicity and media or the formal proceedings of graduate student conferences

Graduate Symposia Fund

A graduate symposium is a formal meeting for the discussion of subjects of academic interests. GSA funds the symposium so as to give graduate students the opportunity to prepare and present research papers to their peers

Conference Funding

There is a limited availability of funds to assist graduate students in presenting and attending research work at conferences. Every graduate student is entitled to conference reimbursement up to $350 for Masters students and up to $500 for PhD students.

Mark Diamond Research Fund

The Mark Diamond Research Fund (MDRF) was created to give grants to graduate students in the latter stage of their thesis or dissertations. A council and administrator of the fund distribute these funds. This program is supported through mandatory student activity fees (GSA) and funds from the Office of the Vice Provost for Graduate Education. 





Editorial Assistance Program

GSA provides FREE Editorial Assistance to help graduate students improve the quality of their papers and dissertations.  Editors help students with basic proofreading including grammatical errors and sentence structure.  The service requires students to email copies of their papers, which are emailed back to the patron once a paper is edited.  The service operates on a first come first served basis.  Turnaround times vary according to the length of the paper to be edited, the amount of editing to be done, and the number of projects pending with editors.

Like museums? Buffalo has one of the best in country. The Albright-Knox Art Gallery in downtown offers some of the most impressive pieces of art this side of the Louvre. It is listed in the National Register of Historic Places. It has excellent collection of modern 20th century art such as Picasso, Matisse, Van Gogh, as well as statuary and paintings from earlier centuries. And the Art Gallery at the Center for the Arts, North Campus, is a great place to see the work of your fellow students as well.

One of the biggest draws to the area is the close proximity to Canada and Niagara Falls (http://www.niagarafallsstatepark.com/). Bars
